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Article 1. Graduation Credits: Each student of Department of Electrophysics must
complete all required courses and obtain satisfactory score for each one. Moreover,
the total graduation credits should comply with the minimum graduation credits
requirement of Department of Electrophysics for the academic year of the student's
admission. For each academic year, the required courses and the minimum graduation
credits of Department of Electrophysics are listed in the required courses list
published by Division of Curriculum of NCTU.

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Article 2. Requwed Courses:
The required courses for each semester should be selected within those offered by
Department of Electrophysics in the current semester. The retaken required
courses(Excluding withdrawing courses) can be substituted by the courses with the
same content offered by other departments, universities, or summer programs.
Moreover, students should apply to the Office of Department for the "NCTU
Application for Credit Transfer of Retaken Required Course."
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Avrticle 3. Department-Transferring and School-Transferring Students:
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(1) Department-transferring or school-transferring students who want to apply for credit
transfer must apply to the Office of Department for the "NCTU Application for Credit
Transfer."”
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(2) If their credits of the course, Physics, are not enough, those transferring students can
study the course, Solid Physics (1) or Int. to Quantum Mechanics (Il). If their credits
of the course, Calculus, are not enough, those transferring students can study the
course, Applied Mathematics (I1) or Applied Mathematics (111), and the application
for credit transfer should be approved by the director of the Department.
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Article 4. Other notifications should comply with the academic regulations and
regulations of credit transfer of NCTU.
